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In addition to the other components for your leadership application, 
you will also write a brief essay. The prompt given below has several different 
parts and we ask that you address as many of them as possible or as you feel 
is necessary. The order in which you address the topics is of no importance. 
The format for the essay is not set, therefore you may write the essay in 
whatever manner you see fit. However, we do ask that the essay is a 
minimum of 500 words. Your essay will be scored on several different aspects, 
but focusing mainly on your insight and thought put forth in addressing the 
topic given to you, also taking into account your spelling, grammar, 
punctuation etc. We ask that the essay be typed; you will upload a PDF copy 
directly into the leadership questionnaire Google Form, or you can copy and 
paste it into that same form.

●​ How do you feel you would deal with bullying now, being a LIT, as 

opposed to dealing with it as a camper? 
●​ How do you hope to contribute, as a LIT, to the bullying solution? 
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
